(Material from the              
Lincoln High School intranet may not be published elsewhere without permission.) 
4. Parents will not access data or any account owned by another parent. 
5. Parents who identify a security problem with eParent must notify Lincoln High School immediately, without 
demonstrating the problem to anyone else.
