Year 11 Parents’ Evening 
The main purpose of this evening is for parents and students to find out about NCEA. If you want to 
know things such as what information is available on the Internet, and what to do if your student is 
sick for an NCEA assessment, then come to the school hall at 7.00 pm on Tuesday 23 February. 
Angela Frampton, Year 11 Dean, and Linda Tame, Principal, will be running the evening. 

Work Days 
The school’s major fundraisers are the Junior and Senior Work Days. Every 
student is asked to take part and most students look for and find their own 
work. The suggested hourly pay rate is about $6.00.  The money raised this 
year will be split between two projects. Firstly, the provision of an outdoor 

basketball area with four hoops and, secondly, a sound and lighting box for the hall. 
 
Students who are unable to arrange suitable work are expected to be at school for the day where 
they will be in supervised study classes. Students not at school are expected to contribute Work Day 
money.

Student Diaries 
All students are required to have a diary. The purpose of the diary is to help 
students with their organisation. They should record homework details, 
assessment dates and the many other things that students need to remember.  
 

Students in Year 9 to 11 have been provided with a school diary. There is no cost for this as 
advertising in the diary covers its cost. Please support the businesses, many of which are local, who 
have sponsored our diary through advertising. Year 12 and 13 students provide their own diaries. 
 
Please encourage your student to use the diary as it is a very useful organisational tool. 

 Contacting Students at School 
If parents need to contact their student during class time please do so through 
the school office.  Urgent messages can be given to students very quickly. 
 

We ask that you do not try to contact your student on their cellphones while they are in class. 
Students are permitted to have cellphones at school but they are not to be used for incoming or 
outgoing messages in class.  

Students Leaving School During the Day 
Students in Years 9 to 12 are expected to stay on the school grounds unless they have signed out 
through the office or have a lunch pass. To sign out they require a note from a parent/caregiver or 
an official appointment card. Please note that students will not be given permission to go and buy 
their lunch at the Lincoln shops even if they have a note from home. 

eParent 
This facility is available to parents and enables them to log on to the school 
Intranet via the Internet.  There is a variety of information available on 
eParent. For example, information about our reports criteria and what students 
can do to improve, Colours awards criteria, and Board of Trustees’ policies. 
Parents can also see copies of school reports for their student and NCEA 
results. We also have information and photos of school events. 
 

To log on a parent needs a username and password – there is a separate one for each student in a 
family. Many parents are already signed up but if you are not then you need to complete the 
Acceptable Use Policy. The policy details how you can then get the username and password. The 
Acceptable Use Policy is available for downloading from the school website at 
www.lincoln.school.nz. Click on the ‘Access help’ link. This form should be returned to school and 
we will then give you your logon details. 

School Donation 
The first account you receive from the school will show an amount owing for ‘School Donation’. 
While our annual School Donation is voluntary, it is essential if the school is to provide a full range 
of equipment and educational, cultural, sporting and social activities.  

We ask every parent/caregiver to pay this donation. It is tax deductible, and you can request a 
receipt following payment.  

For 2010 the amounts are: 

·  $130 for one student  
·  $210 for two or more students. 



 Smoking 
Smoking on the school grounds, school buses or when associated with the school 
is not permitted. (It is against the law for anyone to smoke on school grounds – 
not just students.) Also students are not permitted to be in possession of tobacco, 
matches or lighters. 
 

Students caught smoking can expect a serious consequence and parents will be involved. We will 
also offer assistance to stop smoking through our health nurse and guidance counsellors. 
 
Students found with tobacco, matches or lighters will have them confiscated. They will not be 
returned to students but parents may come in and get the confiscated items if they wish. 
 
It is also unacceptable for students to associate with someone who is smoking. Any student who 
does this can expect a consequence. 

Late Start Days 
As advised by the Board of Trustees in a newsletter last year, there will be six days this year when 
school will start late in order for teachers to undertake further professional learning. The dates are: 
 
Term 1 – Thursday 18 February; Tuesday 23 March 
Term 2 – Tuesday 11 May; Thursday 10 June  
Term 3 – Thursday 12 August; Tuesday 14 September. 
 
On these days school will start at 9.55 am and periods 1 to 5 will run but at different times from 
normal. School will finish for all students at 3.05 pm. 
 
Note: Buses will run one hour and ten minutes later than normal in the morning. 

Halswell and Templeton Bus Services 
As from the start of this year Christchurch Bus Services runs these buses 
as a fare-paying service.  Fares will be as follows for 2010: 
 
·  Single trip (one way) cash fares $3.00 paid to the bus driver 
·  10-trip tickets $26 
·  20-trip tickets $51. 
 
Students are not permitted to travel on one of these buses unless they have 
a valid trip ticket or pay cash for the trip to the driver. There is no IOU system. 
 
10-trip and 20-trip tickets are available from the school office. They cannot be purchased elsewhere. 
These tickets must be paid for at the time of purchase and cannot be put on the student’s account.  

Academic Achievement Awards 
On Thursday, 4 March we will be holding an awards ceremony for students who achieved a Merit 
or Excellence endorsement in NCEA last year. This will be a brief ceremony starting at 6.30 pm 
and will be followed by tea, coffee and biscuits. All members of our school community are 
welcome to attend. Parents of students receiving an award will receive a personal invitation.

Uniform Matters – a friendly reminder 
Facial piercings are not permitted on any students.  This includes Year 13 students as 
well as the students in the junior school. Students who have these will be asked to 
remove the piercing as they are not part of our school uniform. 

 
The regulation shoes for boys are the traditional black leather laceups 
with rounded toes.  The black leather slip-on shoes worn by some 
boys are non regulation and are not acceptable. 
 

Our uniform enables students to keep warm by wearing the school jersey, the polar fleece 
and/or the anorak. Students who come to school wearing non-uniform jackets, jerseys or 
coloured t-shirts will, as far as possible, be provided with uniform jerseys or polar fleeces 
to replace the non-uniform item while they are at school. Coloured poly props and non 
regulation scarves are not to be worn.  

 
A reminder that all students are expected to wear a regulation shirt 
with a logo to school in Years 9 – 12 i.e. boys’ regulation white polo 
shirts, boys’ regulation long sleeved shirts, girls’ regulation short 
sleeved blouses and girls’ regulation long sleeved shirts all must have 
the school logo on them. 

 

The uniform regulation for girls with their summer skirts specifies white socks. These 
socks can be short or long. There has been an increase in girls wearing white socks 
with the “CCC” logo, these are non regulation as are black tights with the summer 
skirt.
