ENVIRO-C0©UNCIL LEO News

The LHS Enviro Council (LEO) tested the water quyadif the Liffey stream on Monday®3May
2010. The testing took place during the school ttungur. The members of the Enviro Council did
several tests to measure the water quality of tteas. Mr Kelvin Nicole from Water Watch and
Dr Sue Jarvis from LET helped us conduct theses.td8ste results found the overall quality of the
water “Degraded Poor”. Water Watch'’s report watolews:

“We found that from the indicator invertebratese tivater was “degraded”, the Dissolved Oxygen
was only 69.9% which is “unsatisfactory”, the dibssd nitrate level was 4.0 mg/L which is 10
times worse than unsatisfactory, the dissolved jpihate levels were 0.15mg/L (anything higher
than 0.5 is unsatisfactory).

The coli count was 3281 CFU's per 100mL, where @@40 is counted as degraded, however the
count of E.coli and salmonella was very low, whieks unusual, as it is usually high. This was
probably because it has been very dry with no wateoff. The water in the stream would have
come from the springs.”

Matariki was marked by inviting Mr Matt Jenningsttdk to us about the local history and di
association within the Lincoln area. This preseatatook place in room B7 during lunch on
Monday, 10 May. Mr Jennings briefed us on the llptaces and landforms that are significant and
the various local tikanga that we should be awérédithe conclusion of this session we agreed to
invite M ori students to contribute towards a & garden which we currently are planning to
create in the Horticulture block.

Biodiversity Day was celebrated on Monday"May. We made clay seed balls using native seeds.
This activity was carried out during lunch and noaembers were invited to celebrate this special
day.

PRACTICE — Free Learner Driver Programme

The Selwyn District Council provides support to @m@ge young drivers to increase their driving
skills. Carolyn Bennison is the Schools’ TravelwiSe-ordinator and has provided the enclosed
brochure about the PRACTICE programme.

PRACTICE is a free learner driver programme ruriheyNew Zealand Transport Agency (NZTA).
Young drivers (15-24 year olds) are the most &-gioup for vehicle crashes. This is due to their
lack of driving experience. PRACTICE helps New [@ed Learner Drivers increase their time and
skills behind the wheel with the assistance ofrtfiide. It has 14 levels from Basic to Freestyle,
equating to 120 hours of driving time. It's stwred, it's easy and it's completely free. Upon
completion of the PRACTICE programme and the Learneence timeframe, the learner is
prepared for the Restricted Licence test and dyialone.
